Grant Updates: 

At this time, there are no updates on current grant applications. We are still awaiting responses from several 
pending submissions and are actively gathering information and developing narratives for upcoming grant 
opportunities. 

Station Updates: 

Central Station: Over the weekend, crews worked efficiently to replace the damaged and broken siding at Central 
Station. While a few areas still require additional attention, the repairs overall meet BLS standards. We are also in 
the process of acquiring caps for the bollards at the front of the building. 

Orchard Station: Have been dealing with an exterior infestation of hornets and mud-wasps. We are working to 
remove nests at this time to ensure safety.  

West Minot Station: Last week, an incident resulted in minor cosmetic damage to the molding. Upon inspection, 
no damage was found to the apparatus. These types of occurrences are often due to limited space when 
maneuvering vehicles. We are exploring possible solutions, which may include the use of spotters and traffic 
control. However, implementation is challenging due to limited personnel during responses. 

On-Going Projects: 

Junior Fire Fighter Program: Over the past several weeks, we have been reviewing programs from other 
departments to help develop and improve our own. Currently, we are awaiting documentation for one junior 
member. We are hopeful that this refined program will support the inclusion of more junior members in the future. 

Pagers and Radio: All acquired radios and pagers have been programmed and issued. We are currently awaiting 
new chargers for the apparatus, and radios will be installed and available in the vehicles within the next few weeks. 
Member response has improved with the use of pagers and priority call notifications. 

Other Updates: 

New Hire: We recently completed the background check and application process for a new member. 
Over the weekend, they were provided with all necessary documentation to complete and submit. The 
member is expected to begin response activities and orientation within the next week. 
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Training: A series of upcoming training opportunities, including Fire Instructor and EVOC Instructor 
courses, have been shared with our members. These classes will enhance our team’s ability to support 
the professional development of new members and contribute to achieving our long-term goals. 
 
Professional Development: As part of my continued professional development, I will be attending a Fire 
Protection Specialist course next week, followed by the Fire Officer IV course in early October. 
 
Responses: Over the past several months, we have been closely observing member responses to 
incidents and assessing the need for updates to our Standard Operating Procedures (SOPs). Key focus 
areas include proper PPE usage, particularly traffic vests, and clearer directives during specific incident 
types and responses. Moving forward, it is my intention to update all response and safety-related policies 
to ensure clarity and consistency for all members. 
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
